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1. Schedule D (Other Transactions) of the July 30, 2012 Receipts 
and Expenditures Report lists loans payable in the amount of 
$8800.00 to Charlotte O'Hara. Schedule C (Expenditures and Other 
Disbursements) of the October 29, 2012 report indicates $2410.63 
was repaid on 10-5-12 leaving a balance of $6389.37. This loan 
balance of $6389.37 should be carried forward as a loan payable to 
the January 10, 2013 Receipts and Expenditures Report, not 
$8800.00 as indicated on Schedule D. An amended Schedule D for 
the January 10, 2013 report must be filed with the correct loan 
payable balance. 

2. Schedule A (Contributions and Other Receipts), Schedule B (In­
Kind Contributions) and Schedule C (Expenditures and Other 
Disbursements) contain entries that were previously reported on 
the July 30, 2012 and the October 29, 2012 reports. Only activity 
that occurred from October 26, 2012 through December 31, 2012 
should be listed on the January 10, 2013 report. An amended 
January 10, 2013 report must be filed removing all entries that 
were previously reported.
